A reading from Exodus. 
1The LORD said to Moses and Aaron in the land of Egypt: 2This month shall mark for you the beginning of 
months; it shall be the first month of the year for you. 3Tell the whole congregation of Israel that on the 
tenth of this month they are to take a lamb for each family, a lamb for each household. 4If a household is 
too small for a whole lamb, it shall join its closest neighbor in obtaining one; the lamb shall be divided in 
proportion to the number of people who eat of it. 11This is how you shall eat it: your loins girded, your 
sandals on your feet, and your staff in your hand; and you shall eat it hurriedly. It is the passover of the 
LORD. 12For I will pass through the land of Egypt that night, and I will strike down every firstborn in the 
land of Egypt, both human beings and animals; on all the gods of Egypt I will execute judgments: I am the 
LORD. 13The blood shall be a sign for you on the houses where you live: when I see the blood, I will pass 
over you, and no plague shall destroy you when I strike the land of Egypt. 
 14This day shall be a day of remembrance for you. You shall celebrate it as a festival to the LORD; 
throughout your generations you shall observe it as a perpetual ordinance.

GOSPEL: John 13:1-17, 31b-35 

The holy gospel according to John. Glory to you, O Lord. 
1Now before the festival of the Passover, Jesus knew that his hour had come to depart from this world and 
go to the Father. Having loved his own who were in the world, he loved them to the end. 2The devil had 
already put it into the heart of Judas son of Simon Iscariot to betray him. And during supper 3Jesus, 
knowing that the Father had given all things into his hands, and that he had come from God and was going 
to God, 4got up from the table, took off his outer robe, and tied a towel around himself. 5Then he poured 
water into a basin and began to wash the disciples’ feet and to wipe them with the towel that was tied 
around him. 6He came to Simon Peter, who said to him, “Lord, are you going to wash my feet?” 7Jesus 
answered, “You do not know now what I am doing, but later you will understand.” 8Peter said to him, “You 
will never wash my feet.” Jesus answered, “Unless I wash you, you have no share with me.” 9Simon Peter 
said to him, “Lord, not my feet only but also my hands and my head!” 10Jesus said to him, “One who has 
bathed does not need to wash, except for the feet, but is entirely clean. And you are clean, though not all of 
you.”  
11For he knew who was to betray him; for this reason he said, “Not all of you are clean.” 
 12After he had washed their feet, had put on his robe, and had returned to the table, he said to them, “Do 
you know what I have done to you? 13You call me Teacher and Lord—and you are right, for that is what I 
am. 14So if I, your Lord and Teacher, have washed your feet, you also ought to wash one another’s feet. 
15For I have set you an example, that you also should do as I have done to you. 16Very truly, I tell you, 
servants are not greater than their master, nor are messengers greater than the one who sent them. 17If 
you know these things, you are blessed if you do them.” 
 31b“Now the Son of Man has been glorified, and God has been glorified in him. 32If God has been glorified 
in him, God will also glorify him in himself and will glorify him at once. 33Little children, I am with you 
only a little longer. You will look for me; and as I said to the Jews so now I say to you, ‘Where I am going, 
you cannot come.’ 34I give you a new commandment, that you love one another. Just as I have loved you, 
you also should love one another. 35By this everyone will know that you are my disciples, if you have love 
for one another.”

My God, my God, why have you forsaken me? 
  Why so far from saving me, so far from the words of my groaning? 
My God, I cry out by day, but you do not answer; 
by night, but I find no rest. 
Yet you are the Holy One, 
  enthroned on the praises of Israel. 
Our ancestors put their trust in you, 
  they trusted, and you rescued them.  
They cried out to you and were delivered; 
  they trusted in you and were not put to shame. 
   But as for me, I am a worm and not human, 
  scorned by all and despised by the people. 
All who see me laugh me to scorn; 
  they curl their lips; they shake their heads. 
“Trust in the Lord; let the Lord deliver; 
  let God rescue him if God so delights in him.”  
Yet you are the one who drew me forth from the womb, 
  and kept me safe on my mother’s breast. 
I have been entrusted to you ever since I was born; 
  you were my God when I was still in my mother’s womb. 
Be not far from me, for trouble is near, 
  and there is no one to help. 
Many young bulls encircle me; 
  strong bulls of Bashan surround me.  
They open wide their jaws at me, 
  like a slashing and roaring lion. 
I am poured out like water; all my bones are out of joint; 
  my heart within my breast is melting wax. 
My strength is dried up like a potsherd; my tongue sticks to the roof of my mouth; 
  and you have laid me in the dust of death. 
Packs of dogs close me in, a band of evildoers circles round me; 
  they pierce my hands and my feet.  
I can count all my bones 
  while they stare at me and gloat. 
They divide my garments among them; 
  for my clothing, they cast lots. 
But you, O Lord, be not far away; 
  O my help, hasten to my aid. 
Deliver me from the sword, 
  my life from the power of the dog. 
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Save me from the lion’s mouth! 
  From the horns of wild bulls you have rescued me. 
I will declare your name to my people; 
  in the midst of the assembly I will praise you.  
You who fear the Lord, give praise! All you of Jacob’s line, give glory. 
  Stand in awe of the Lord, all you offspring of Israel. 
For the Lord does not despise nor abhor the poor in their poverty; neither is the Lord‘s face hidden from 
them; 
  but when they cry out, the Lord hears them. 
From you comes my praise in the great assembly; 
I will perform my vows in the sight of those who fear the Lord. 
The poor shall eat and be satisfied, 
  Let those who seek the Lord give praise! May your hearts live forever! 
All the ends of the earth shall remember and turn to the Lord; 
  all the families of nations shall bow before God. 
For dominion belongs to the Lord, 
  who rules over the nations.  
Indeed, all who sleep in the earth shall bow down in worship; 
  all who go down to the dust, though they be dead, shall kneel before the Lord. 
Their descendants shall serve the Lord, 
For the Lord does not despise nor abhor the poor in their poverty; neither is the Lord‘s face hidden from 
them; 
  but when they cry out, the Lord hears them. 
From you comes my praise in the great assembly; 
  whom they shall proclaim to generations to come. 
They shall proclaim God’s deliverance to a people yet unborn, 
  saying to them, “The Lord has acted!”

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Good Friday 
The Reading of the Passion 

April 18, 2025 
7:00pm 
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Jesus’ first followers did not know–although they had been told–that there would be a resurrection. When he 
was crucified, died on the cross, and was taken down and buried, the disciples and the women who followed 
Jesus thought that Jesus’ ministry was ended and that their relationship with him was now over. The purpose 
of a Good Friday service is to allow us to enter into the experience of apparent abandonment by God as Jesus 
expressed it in his cry from the cross and as some of his followers must surely have felt during the interim 
between his crucifixion and resurrection. We enter into this time of silence and lamentation as a way of 
affirming and entering into our own sense of abandonment and despair, which many of us experience from 
time to time, but which we are not always encouraged, allowed, or enabled to voice.

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READING OF THE PASSION: John 18:1—19:42 
The passion of our Lord Jesus Christ according to John. 

1[Jesus] went out with his disciples across the Kidron valley to a place where there was a garden, which he 
and his disciples entered.2Now Judas, who betrayed him, also knew the place, because Jesus often met 
there with his disciples. 3So Judas brought a detachment of soldiers together with police from the chief 
priests and the Pharisees, and they came there with lanterns and torches and weapons. 4Then Jesus, 
knowing all that was to happen to him, came forward and asked them, “Whom are you looking for?” 5They 
answered, “Jesus of Nazareth.” Jesus replied, “I am he.” Judas, who betrayed him, was standing with them. 
6When Jesus said to them, “I am he,” they stepped back and fell to the ground. 7Again he asked them, 
“Whom are you looking for?” And they said, “Jesus of Nazareth.” 8Jesus answered, “I told you that I am he. 
So if you are looking for me, let these men go.” 9This was to fulfill the word that he had spoken, “I did not 
lose a single one of those whom you gave me.” 10Then Simon Peter, who had a sword, drew it, struck the 
high priest’s slave, and cut off his right ear. The slave’s name was Malchus. 11Jesus said to Peter, “Put your 
sword back into its sheath. Am I not to drink the cup that the Father has given me?” 
 12So the soldiers, their officer, and the Jewish police arrested Jesus and bound him. 13First they took him 
to Annas, who was the father-in-law of Caiaphas, the high priest that year. 14Caiaphas was the one who 
had advised the Jews that it was better to have one person die for the people. 
 
 15Simon Peter and another disciple followed Jesus. Since that disciple was known to the high priest, he 
went with Jesus into the courtyard of the high priest, 16but Peter was standing outside at the gate. So the 
other disciple, who was known to the high priest, went out, spoke to the woman who guarded the gate, 
and brought Peter in. 17The woman said to Peter, “You are not also one of this man’s disciples, are you?” He 
said, “I am not.” 18Now the slaves and the police had made a charcoal fire because it was cold, and they 
were standing around it and warming themselves. Peter also was standing with them and warming 
himself. 
25Now Simon Peter was standing and warming himself. They asked him, “You are not also one of his 
disciples, are you?” He denied it and said, “I am not.” 26One of the slaves of the high priest, a relative of the 
man whose ear Peter had cut off, asked, “Did I not see you in the garden with him?” 27Again Peter denied 
it, and at that moment the cock crowed. 
 
 33Then Pilate entered the headquarters again, summoned Jesus, and asked him, “Are you the King of the 
Jews?” 34Jesus answered, “Do you ask this on your own, or did others tell you about me?” 35Pilate replied, 
“I am not a Jew, am I? Your own nation and the chief priests have handed you over to me. What have you 
done?” 36Jesus answered, “My kingdom is not from this world. If my kingdom were from this world, my 
followers would be fighting to keep me from being handed over to the Jews. But as it is, my kingdom is not 
from here.” 37Pilate asked him, “So you are a king?” Jesus answered, “You say that I am a king. For this I 
was born, and for this I came into the world, to testify to the truth. Everyone who belongs to the truth 
listens to my voice.” 38Pilate asked him, “What is truth?”  
  After he had said this, he went out to the Jews again and told them, “I find no case against him. 39But 
you have a custom that I release someone for you at the Passover. Do you want me to release for you the 
King of the Jews?” 40They shouted in reply, “Not this man, but Barabbas!” Now Barabbas was a bandit. 
 19:1Then Pilate took Jesus and had him flogged. 2And the soldiers wove a crown of thorns and put it on 
his head, and they dressed him in a purple robe. 3They kept coming up to him, saying, “Hail, King of the 
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Jews!” and striking him on the face. 4Pilate went out again and said to them, “Look, I am bringing him out 
to you to let you know that I find no case against him.” 5So Jesus came out, wearing the crown of thorns 
and the purple robe. Pilate said to them, “Here is the man!” 6When the chief priests and the police saw 
him, they shouted, “Crucify him! Crucify him!” Pilate said to them, “Take him yourselves and crucify him; I 
find no case against him.” 7The Jews answered him, “We have a law, and according to that law he ought to 
die because he has claimed to be the Son of God.” 
 8Now when Pilate heard this, he was more afraid than ever. 9He entered his headquarters again and 
asked Jesus, “Where are you from?” But Jesus gave him no answer. 10Pilate therefore said to him, “Do you 
refuse to speak to me? Do you not know that I have power to release you, and power to crucify you?” 
11Jesus answered him, “You would have no power over me unless it had been given you from above; 
therefore the one who handed me over to you is guilty of a greater sin.” 12From then on Pilate tried to 
release him, but the Jews cried out, “If you release this man, you are no friend of the emperor. Everyone 
who claims to be a king sets himself against the emperor.” 
13When Pilate heard these words, he brought Jesus outside and sat on the judge’s bench at a place called 
The Stone Pavement, or in Hebrew Gabbatha. 14Now it was the day of Preparation for the Passover; and it 
was about noon. He said to the Jews, “Here is your King!” 15They cried out, “Away with him! Away with 
him! Crucify him!” Pilate asked them, “Shall I crucify your King?” The chief priests answered, “We have no 
king but the emperor.” 16Then he handed him over to them to be crucified.  
 
  So they took Jesus; 17and carrying the cross by himself, he went out to what is called The Place of the 
Skull, which in Hebrew is called Golgotha. 18There they crucified him, and with him two others, one on 
either side, with Jesus between them. 19Pilate also had an inscription written and put on the cross. It read, 
“Jesus of Nazareth, the King of the Jews.” 20Many of the Jews read this inscription, because the place where 
Jesus was crucified was near the city; and it was written in Hebrew, in Latin, and in Greek. 21Then the chief 
priests of the Jews said to Pilate, “Do not write, ‘The King of the Jews,’ but, ‘This man said, I am King of the 
Jews.’ ” 22Pilate answered, “What I have written I have written.”  
 
[23When the soldiers had crucified Jesus, they took his clothes and divided them into four parts, one for 
each soldier. They also took his tunic; now the tunic was seamless, woven in one piece from the top. 24So 
they said to one another, “Let us not tear it, but cast lots for it to see who will get it.” This was to fulfill 
what the scripture says,  
 “They divided my clothes among themselves, 
  and for my clothing they cast lots.” 
25And that is what the soldiers did.]  
 
  Meanwhile, standing near the cross of Jesus were his mother, and his mother’s sister, Mary the wife of 
Clopas, and Mary Magdalene. 26When Jesus saw his mother and the disciple whom he loved standing 
beside her, he said to his mother, “Woman, here is your son.” 27Then he said to the disciple, “Here is your 
mother.” And from that hour the disciple took her into his own home. 
 28After this, when Jesus knew that all was now finished, he said (in order to fulfill the scripture), “I am 
thirsty.” 29A jar full of sour wine was standing there. So they put a sponge full of the wine on a branch of 
hyssop and held it to his mouth. 30When Jesus had received the wine, he said, “It is finished.” Then he 
bowed his head and gave up his spirit. 
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[31Since it was the day of Preparation, the Jews did not want the bodies left on the cross during the 
sabbath, especially because that sabbath was a day of great solemnity. So they asked Pilate to have the 
legs of the crucified men broken and the bodies removed. 32Then the soldiers came and broke the legs of 
the first and of the other who had been crucified with him. 33But when they came to Jesus and saw that he 
was already dead, they did not break his legs. 34Instead, one of the soldiers pierced his side with a spear, 
and at once blood and water came out. 35(He who saw this has testified so that you also may believe. His 
testimony is true, and he knows that he tells the truth.) 36These things occurred so that the scripture 
might be fulfilled, “None of his bones shall be broken.” 37And again another passage of scripture says, 
“They will look on the one whom they have pierced.”] 
 
38After these things, Joseph of Arimathea, who was a disciple of Jesus, though a secret one because of his 
fear of the Jews, asked Pilate to let him take away the body of Jesus. Pilate gave him permission; so he 
came and removed his body. 39Nicodemus, who had at first come to Jesus by night, also came, bringing a 
mixture of myrrh and aloes, weighing about a hundred pounds. 40They took the body of Jesus and 
wrapped it with the spices in linen cloths, according to the burial custom of the Jews. 41Now there was a 
garden in the place where he was crucified, and in the garden there was a new tomb in which no one had 
ever been laid. 42And so, because it was the Jewish day of Preparation, and the tomb was nearby, they laid 
Jesus there. 
 
 
LITANY OF COMPLAINT 
O God, where are you? 
We sit in darkness, longing for your presence.

18But if not, be it known to you, O king, that we will 
not serve your gods and we will not worship the golden statue that you have set up." 
19Then Nebuchadnezzar was so filled with rage against Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego that his face 
was distorted. He ordered the furnace heated up seven times more than was customary, 20and ordered 
some of the strongest guards in his army to bind Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego and to throw them 
into the furnace of blazing fire. 21So the men were bound, still wearing their tunics, their trousers, their 
hats, and their other garments, and they were thrown into the furnace of blazing fire. 22Because the king's 
command was urgent and the furnace was so overheated, the raging flames killed the men who lifted 
Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego. 23But the three men, Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego, fell down, 
bound, into the furnace of blazing fire.

NEW TESTAMENT READING: Romans 6:3-11                           Dying and rising with Christ 
Do you not know that all of us who have been baptized into Christ Jesus were baptized into his 
death? Therefore we have been buried with him by baptism into death, so that, just as Christ was raised 
from the dead by the glory of the Father, so we too might walk in newness of life. 
  For if we have been united with him in a death like his, we will certainly be united with him in a 
resurrection like his. We know that our old self was crucified with him so that the body of sin might be 
destroyed, and we might no longer be enslaved to sin. For whoever has died is freed from sin. But if we 
have died with Christ, we believe that we will also live with him. We know that Christ, being raised from 
the dead, will never die again; death no longer has dominion over him. The death he died, he died to sin, 
once for all; but the life he lives, he lives to God. So you also must consider yourselves dead to sin and alive 
to God in Christ Jesus.

1Early on the first day of the week, while it was still dark, Mary Magdalene came to the tomb and 
saw that the stone had been removed from the tomb. 2So she ran and went to Simon Peter and the other 
disciple, the one whom Jesus loved, and said to them, "They have taken the Lord out of the tomb, and we 
do not know where they have laid him." 3Then Peter and the other disciple set out and went toward the 
tomb. 4The two were running together, but the other disciple outran Peter and reached the tomb first. 5He 
bent down to look in and saw the linen wrappings lying there, but he did not go in. 6Then Simon Peter 
came, following him, and went into the tomb. He saw the linen wrappings lying there, 7and the cloth that 
had been on Jesus' head, not lying with the linen wrappings but rolled up in a place by itself. 8Then the 
other disciple, who reached the tomb first, also went in, and he saw and believed; 9for as yet they did not 
understand the scripture, that he must rise from the dead. 10Then the disciples returned to their homes. 

11But Mary stood weeping outside the tomb. As she wept, she bent over to look into the tomb; 
12and she saw two angels in white, sitting where the body of Jesus had been lying, one at the head and the 
other at the feet. 13They said to her, "Woman, why are you weeping?" She said to them, "They have taken 
away my Lord, and I do not know where they have laid him." 14When she had said this, she turned around 
and saw Jesus standing there, but she did not know that it was Jesus. 15Jesus said to her, "Woman, why are 
you weeping? Whom are you looking for?" Supposing him to be the gardener, she said to him, "Sir, if you 
have carried him away, tell me where you have laid him, and I will take him away." 16Jesus said to her, 
"Mary!" She turned and said to him in Hebrew, "Rabbouni!" (which means Teacher). 17Jesus said to her, 
"Do not hold on to me, because I have not yet ascended to the Father. But go to my brothers and say to 
them, 'I am ascending to my Father and your Father, to my God and your God.'" 18Mary Magdalene went 
and announced to the disciples, "I have seen the Lord"; and she told them that he had said these things to 
her.
